The online UofSC  Bachelor of Arts in 
Elementary Education program
prepares students for rewarding careers 
teaching children in grades 2 through 6. 
Through the online learning experience, 
students learn to engage children in 
inquiry, facilitate learning and develop 
curriculum. Students also learn to collect, 
analyze and interpret student data to 
inform instruction.

This program requires extensive �eld 
experiences in South Carolina P-12 
schools. High-quality, diverse school 
experiences are essential to an e�ective 
teacher preparation program. Through 
these experiences, students gain valuable 
knowledge and skills by observing and 
working with teachers, school children, 
administrators and parents.

The O�ce of Clinical Experiences will 
arrange all �eld experience, practicum 
and internship locations. The College of 
Education works to provide quality and 
diverse P-12 experiences throughout the 
program. While e�orts will be made to 
minimize lengthy travel time to schools, 
students should be aware that some 
travel may be required to participate in 
these experiences.

Prospective students o�en ask if the 
Bachelor of Arts in Elementary 
Education leads to a teaching 
certi�cation,  what the program costs 
and if �nancial aid is available, and if the 
degree is awarded through UofSC. 

You can �nd answers to these questions 
below.

This is a degree completion 
program that leads to South 
Carolina teaching certi�cation in 
grades 2 through 6. 
Upon successful completion of 
degree and certi�cation 
requirements, and with a positive 
recommendation from the faculty, 
students will be recommended for 
teacher certi�cation.
Students are eligible to receive 
applicable federal and state
