The UofSC Aiken Bachelor of Science in 
Psychology is designed to equip 
students with important skills suited for a 
variety of career paths or graduate 
programs, including ethical reasoning and 
action, quantitative literacy, intercultural 
knowledge and competence, and applied 
experiences.

Through a bachelor’s degree in 
psychology, graduates enter careers in 
diverse areas such as counseling, 
community mental health, research, 
marketing, management, corrections, 
social work, business, and education. 
Many graduates also choose to further 
their studies in graduate programs related 
to clinical, counseling, school, or 
experimental psychology.

Prospective students o�en ask how 
long the Bachelor of Science in 
Psychology takes to complete, 
what the program costs and if �nancial 
aid is available, and if the degree is 
awarded through UofSC Aiken. 

You can �nd answers to these questions 
below.

Completion time varies based on 
already accumulated general 
education credits and courses 
necessary to complete the major 
concentration. The degree requires 
120 credit hours. It is up to the 
student and advisor to decide the 
appropriate number of hours to 
take each semester.

Students are eligible to receive 
applicable federal and state

The degree is awarded by the 
University of South Carolina Aiken 
and meets the same rigorous 
standards and accreditation as any 
traditional degree from UofSC.
